Assesswhether Title I X (Americanpolicy program to initiate equdity for women and girls in sport)
has enhanced or hindered equality for minoritiesin sport. Examines the opportunities of ethnic,
disabled and mature women in sport and provides recommendations for continued participation and
employment in ahletic leadership postions. Notes the impact of sereotyping, limitation,
discrimination, racism and sexismon women of an ethnic background.

Acosta, R.V. (1986) Minoritiesin sport: educational opportunities affect representation. Journal of
Physical Education, Recreation and Dangé(2), 52-55. ILL - NSIC USA

Statesthe profession must make the effort to increase the representation of minoritiesin sport and

education, and at the same time value cultura and ethnic heritage. Examines the limitations and
exploitations that minority athletes have to contend with, including recruitment to colleges and
univerdties on the bass of their athletic skills. Suggests intervention strategies to encourage
minoritiesin sport and education.

Acoda, RV. (1993) The minority experience in sport: monochromatic or technicolour? In Cohen,
G.L. (ed) Women in Sport: Issues and ControiessSage, Thousand Oaks, CA, 204-213. UTSK
796.0194/Womenl2 USA

Focuses primarily on females who identify as being within the general United States minority
classfications of African American, Latin Ameican, and Asian American Asserts the ethnic
womanisaminority in sport because of her gender aswell as her ethnicity, and if sheis mature, then
she faces discrimination based on age as well. States that minority girls and women bring their
cultural values to the sporting arena, and their values relating to ethics, fair play and winning may
be very different from those of the dominart culture. Further, many coaches are ignorant of cultural
differences in expressveness, or the difference between culturesin how emotions are exhibited (or
not exhibited). Examines ethnicity and stereotypes. Discusses drategiesfor change, including role
models and recruitment of minority women irto leadership positions.
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Action on Disability within Ethnic Communities Inc. (1989) A Study to Investigatéhe Isue of
Leisurefor Peope from a Non-English Spking Backgrouth Who Have a Dability, ADEC,
Melbourne. ILL - Deakin Uni AUST

Investigates the leisure needs, and levels of participation in leisure activities, of people from non-
English speaking backgrounds (NESB) who have disabilities. Examines the concept of “leisure’ as
it relates to people of NESB who have a disability. Recognises that such people have a double
disadvantage - their ethnicity and their disability. Presents recommendations for rectifying the lack
of opportunity and involvement of NESB people with a disability inleisure activities.

Allan, L. (1981) The long-term future of soccer in this courtry will not be influenced by some
phoney Australianisation. Soccer Action2 September, 2. ILL - National Library of Australia AUST

Examines the contentious drive against the ethnic image of soccer. Considers certain views of
multiculturalism, and suggests that policies of “reverse multiculturalism' being implemented in the
gport of soccer by its adminidrators will have important implicaions for any disusson of
multiculturalism in Australia. The policy implies a reversion to ‘assimilationist’ doctrines preached
in the past, that soccer ought to be cleansed and purified of its'foreign’ element and adopt a genuine
‘ocker' fact. States reverse multiculturdism represents a rgection of Audrdian soccer's ethnic
heritage. Examines in detail the issues and implications surrounding the use of ethnic team names.
Concludesby stating the interest in Australian soccer in the past hasbeen to agreat extent the result
of the ethnic factor, and in creating variety and diginctiveness for the sport ethnicity is likely to be
a continuing element inthe success of Australian soccer.

Allison, M. T. (1979) On the ethnicity of ehnic minorities in sport. International Revew of Sport
Sociology 1(14), 89-96. USA

Discusses the way in which ethnicity has been viewed in the sporting context. Examines the
assimil ation-acculturation paradigm, which suggests tha differing recipient ethnic groups will
eventually adopt the values and hence behavioural repertoires of a host or donor culture. Identifies
two alternatives. Hefirst suggest sthat despitethe historical belief that contact between groups would
lessen and amalgamat e differences, ethnic distinctions and boundaries are created, heightened and
defired by the contact. The second suggests that et hnic identification need not be dysfunctioral to
participation in the mainstream of life.

Allison, M.T. and Smith, S. (1990) Leisure and the quality of life: issues facing racial and ethnic
minority elderly. Therapeutic Recreation Journ@4 (3), 50-63. UTSK 796.0905/Brit USA

Asgrts that in response to afast growing racid/ethnic minority elderly population in the USA,
recreation professionals, including those in the therapeutic recreation field, will be increasingly
called upon to develop programs to enhance the quality of life and leisure among racid and ethnic
minority elderly. Contends that service providers will no longer be able to treat the elderly as a
homogenous group. It will becomeimportart to understand how members of different racid/ethnic
groups interpret recreation and leisure, identify the constraints whichinhibit their participation, and
devel op programswhich meet their needs. Also notesthat ethnic minority groups may differ asmuch
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from each other asthey do from the white mainstream. Examines situational constraints, economic
resources, education, heath status, benefits and barriers to leisure participation.

Andrews, M. (1994) Championschange their sports. The Bulletin March 8, 94-96. UTSAUST

Examines the growing band of foreign sporting stars who are making a new life for themselves in
Australiaand who hopeto bring glory to their adopted country. Refers to immigrant athletes from
European nationsand the Pacific Ilands. Statesthat prospective migrantswith specid tdentsin such
spheres asthe arts and sport are fast-tracked through thered tape no matter what thar reasons for
wanting to settle here.

Ashe A. and Fein, P. (1988) Blacks can dominate tennis. Tennis AustraliaNovember, 29-31.
ILL - NSICUSA

Interview with Arthur Ashe black US Winbledon champion. States that, if given the same
opportunity, blacks would dominate tennis because of their athletic skills Also, minority athletes
tend to be hungrier for success because there are fewer perceived occupational options avalable to
them outsde of the ahletic and entertainment fields. Believes problems of an increasngly minority-
dominated tennisculture to include (8 a changing of the cultural norms for the sport in general, (b)
an increased focus on public facilities for competitions and tournaments, and (c) a complete
rethinking of the normal, orthodox methods of teaching.

Australian Sports Commission Women in Sport Unit (1992) Australian Women in Sport and
Recreation Strategy 1992-199GPS, Canberra. Policy Doc. AUST

This policy represents the first nationdly co-ordinated approach to the issue of equitable
involvement of women in sport. Provides a set of nationa goals and strategies for improving
women's sporting and recreational options, to help achieve gender equity in all areas of sport and
recreation. ** mportant because there is no reference at al to ethnic minorities.

Australids Wide World 6Sports1993) Angus and Robertson, Sydney. Ku-ring-gai, NSW, Public
Library. AUST

Briefly looks at migrants in soccer, stating that the influx of immigrants from Greece, Itay and
Easte'n Europe in the 1950s dramatically transformed the character of Audralian soccer. Migrants
established community based clubs occupied key adminidrative positions and revitdised the
spectator crowds at games. M entions the American influence on Australian basketball culture, and
lawn bowls champion Rob Parella, born in Italy and reared on the game bocce.

Bemett S. (1992) "Basketbdl. In Vamplew W., Moore K., O'Hara J., Cashman R. and Jobling, |.F.
(eds) The Oxford Companioto Australian SportOxford University Press, Melbourne, 52-54.
AUST

Notes the inpact that US servicemen, young male M ormon missionaries and European immigrarts
had on the development of basketball in Australia. Refers to the 1956 Melbourne Olynpic Games
basketball team in which the mgjority of members were recently naturalised immigrants.
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Birrdl, S. (1989) Racial relations theories and sport: suggegions for a more critical analysis.
Sociology of Sport Journagh(3), 212-227. ILL - NTSK. USA

Identifies four theoretica groups from the writing of raciad relaions scholars, bias and
discrimination theories, assimilation and cultural deprivation theories, materialist and class-based
theories, and culturalig or colonial theories. Anayses these theories and the new racial relations
scholarship. Asserts that research should conceive race as a culturally produced marker of a
particular relationship of power, to seeracial identity as contests, and to ask how racid relationsare
produced and reproduced through sport. Also examines the nexus between gender relations and
racial relations.

Broome, R. (1979) The Audralianreactionto Jack Johnson, black pugilist, 1907-9. In Cashman, R.
and McKernen, M. (eds Sport in History: The Miing of Modern Serting History, Univ. of QId.
Press, St. Lucia, 343-363. UTSK 790/Cash Aust

Looks at theracial overtones and reactions to the fight between black American negro pugilist, Jack
Johnson, and white Canadian title holder Tommy Burns, hdd in Sydney in 1908. It was astruggle
between white and black, good and evil, civilisation against animalian. It is suggested that the fight
was S0 popular because the strength of the sporting instinct in Australia was compounded by the
racist desire to see the black man beaten by the whitefavourite. It is concluded that the fight was a
significant historical incident in the development of Australian racial thinking.

Bustamante, R. (1985) Filipinos and sports. Polyphony: The Bullén of the Muticultural History
Society of Ontario7(1), 13-15. ILL Canada

States Filipinos are asports-loving people, and sports activitiesare amajor component of the annual
fiesta in the Philippines. Notes tha while Filipinos enjoy participation in sports activities in the
Philippines, they don't seeit as agreat career or money-making proposition. Also, inthe Philippines
physical activity among women is generally not accepted, and these values are carried over into the
Fili pino-Canadian community. Success of Filipinosin sport in Canadais impaired by their economic
status, certain physical attributes such as height, the importance of education and gender values.

Button, J. and Lysall, K. (1993) Northern exposure: young Austrdiansride a slammin wave of black
Ameicanculture Time September 27, 51-53. ILL - National Library of Australia Aust

Discussesthe impact of the American culture on Austrdian youth, particularly those of an ethnic
background. States the most popular sporting figure among young Australians is Michael Jordon,
US black basketballer. American sports such as baseball, basketball and gridiron are rapidly
increasing in popularity. Asserts that people of an ethnic background may tend towards such sports
and such sporting "heroes' because they identify with the “outsider element’. Hence black cultureis
marketed heavily because it seems to fit it with their values.

Cadzow, J. (1992) Captain Colossus. Sydney Morning Herald Good Weekg2tiMarch, 14-18.
UTSK 079.994/Sydn AUST

Article highlights the life of Ma Meninga and concludes that beneath his steely exterior hides the
scarsof familytragedy and racid prejudice. Looks briefly at the racial taunts that have been directed
to Meninga.
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Carrington, B. (1986) Socid mohility, ethnicity and sport. British Journalof Sociology of Educatign
7(1), 3-18. UTSK 370.1905/Brit UK

Considersthe extent and aultural significance of the involvement of male Afro- Caribbean'sin U.K.
gport. Examines evidence of ethnic differences in participation. Hnds that a high value isplaced on
achievement in sport, and that sport is perceived to as ameans of upward sodd mobility. Suggests
the apparent orientation of Afro-Caribbean's towards sport is conditioned by both class and ethnic
factors. Concludes that sport can be regarded as a selective force, which improves the margiral
postion of Afro-Caribbean'sin society.

Carrington, B., Chilves, T. and Williams, T.(1987) Gender, leisure and sport: acase-study of young
people of South Asiandescert. LeisureStudies6(3), September, 265-279. UTSK 790.05/ Leis3 UK

Attenptsto show that patriarchal relations are culturally reproduced through leisure and that gender
differences, both in opportunity and behaviour, may be epecially pronounced within South Asian
culture. Includes consideration of the extent to which gender differences may be heightened by
ethnicity. In the South Asian éhnic group, as in others, the leisure of adolescent girls and young
women tends to be less extensive, varied and active than that of their made peers, it ismore likely
to be appropriated by other members of their family and is subject to greater parental control,
particuarly where out-of-home activities are concerned. Addresses the implications for physical
education in schools as well as provision at post-school level. Asserts that racism, both individual
and ingtitutiond continues to act as a mgor restraint on the lifestyles and life chances of South
Asians, Afro-Caribbeans and other radal minorities in the United Kingdom. See Ravd (1989) for
aresponse.

Carrington, B. and Williams, T. (1988) Patriarchy and ethnicity: the link between school physical
education and community leisure activities. In Evans, J. (ed) Teachers, Te&ing and Control in
Physical EducationFalmer Press, New York 83-96. UTSK 613.707/Evan UK

| dentifies the dilemmas and constraints facing physical education staff when implementing an equal
opportunities policy, and assesses the strategies they employ. Examines the extent to which the
gender inequalities found in a survey of the leisure activities of young people from ethnic minority
groups are renforced or challenged by the school. Interviewsteachers and students. Concludes that
despite the apparent commitment of many physical educatorsto a broadly-based equal opportunities
policy, it is unlikely that pedagogical, curricular, and organisational strategies resulted in any
sgnificant increase in girls participation, or countered the stereotypical concepts of gender held by
many gudents.

Suggests the introduction of
ethnic dance into the curriculum.

ILL - Nationd Library of Australia. AUST

Examines the implications of not marketing soccer on the bags of its ethnic ties. Opposes the idea
of regionalising soccer.

Cher, R. and Jobling, I. (1992) Bocce. In Vamplew, W., Moore, K., O'Hara, J., Cashman, R. and
Jobling, I.F. (eds) The Oxford Companiaio Australian SportOxfordUniversity Press, Melbourne,
62-63. AUST

Looks at the history of boccein Audtralia. It wasintroduced by European immigrant familiesin the
1900's and popularised following the immigrant wave of the 1950's when it became a central part
of their social culture.

Chicules,H. (1985) Macedonian Sports. Polyphony: the Bullet of the Multcultural History Society
of Ontariq 7(1), 45-46. ILL CANADA

Examines Macedonian sport clubs in the early to mid 1900's. Briefly refers to gender vaues in
relaionto the paticipation of girlsin physicd activity.

Coakley, J.J. (1994) Race and Ethnicity. Ch. 100f Sport in Societytssues and Controversjés’
ed, Mosby, Missouri. USA

Popular beligfsabout raceand ethnicity have a major impact onwhat happens in sports; and sports
have become social adivities in which people either challenge or accept dominant forms of racial
and ethnic rdaions in asociety. Examines the meanings of race and ethnicity; how racial ideol ogy
affectsracial and ethnic relations in sports; goort participation paternsfor different racia and ethnic
groups in the US; why certain American sports have beenracially desegregated, and; the dynamics
of inter-group relations in sports, and how orts mght be used as suites for improving racia and
ethnic relations. Concludes by stating sports participation patterns among different racial and ethnic
groups have been influenced by acombination of ideologica, historical, and structural factors. Also
that sport participation of any minority group usually occurs under terms set by the dominant group
In acommunity or society. Recognises that sport can aso be a site for challenging domnant racial
ideology and transforming race and ethnic relations. Very thorough.

Cockerill, M. (1994) The Asian Tiger beckons - why Australian soccer should embrace the Asian
expansion. Sydney Miming Herld, 12 February, 56. UTSK 079.944/Sydn AUST

Examines how the Asian expansion in soccer could be to the benefit of Audtralia. Australia hasthe
skills, facilities, club organisation. Ada has what Audrdia lacks - money, profile and power.
Suggestsa marriage of convenience between the two - one which will dlow the Asiansto improve
their playing standards with the help of Austraia, and one which will dlow Austrdiato tap into the
financial opportunities offered by the Asian continent. Looks at the developing relations between
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Audrdia and Asia, including Australian teams playing in the Singapore Premier League and
Austraian players employed as professional in a number of Asian national leagues.

Cowan, E.J. (1985) Ethnic sportsin Canada: the Scottish contribution. Polyphony: The Bulletin of
the Multicultural Hstory Societyf Ontarig 7(1), 17-20. ILL Canada

Examines the role of Scottish “traditiond' sportsin Canadian society - curling, golf, soccer, rugby.
Focus on Highland and Caledonian games. Staes that these games are attended annudly by fird-
generation immigrants and by members of the older established Scottish communities. Concludes
by stating that it is perhaps ironic that while superficialy the games appear more Scottish than they
were acentury ago, the competitors areless so.

Cumbo, E. (1985) Reaeational adivity at the Hamilton Veretian Club. Polyphony: The Bultan
of the Multicultural Hisory Society of Ontaw, 7(1), 59-63. ILL Canada

The Hamilton V enetian Clubwas formed primarily to sustainthe fraernal union among its members
to preserve and to cultivate the language, tradition and cusomsof the Veneto regions The sports
club offered men enjoyable forms of exertion and emulation through which they could define and
develop the qualities of masculinity they admired. The fellowship a sports gatherings (of a
recreational nature) fostered club or group loydty, aswdl asa digtinctive sense of ethnic soliderity,
and the spirit of brotherhood and mutual respect. Boccewasa particularly popular adtivity. Asserts
that the ethnic distinctiveness, uniqueness and insuarity of the club may be coming to an end for
several reasons including diminished I talian immigration, the movement of Italian Canadians to the
suburbs, and the lack of interest on the part of the young people.

Daly, JA. (1982) Elysian Fields:Sport, Class ahCommunity in donial South Austriga 1836-
189Q The Author, Addaide. UTSK 306.483/Ddy AUST

A very brief look at how different ethnic groups were integrated into the English colony through
gports. Gives examples of ethnic groups who became identified with secific leisure pursuits, for
example, the Scots and their Caledonian Games. [esp. p.45-46]

Department of the Arts, Sport, the Environment and Territories (1992) AccessndEquity Plan 1991-
92 to 1993-94AGPS, Canberra UTSK 354.940681/Aust4 Policy Doc. AUST

Examines the policies and programs designed to meet the Government's objectivesin the areas of
sport and recreetion, including initiatives undertaken with regard to Australians of a non-English
speaking background and Aboriginal and T orres Strait | danders. Based on the government objective
of contributing to the health, fitnessand well-being of al Austraians by encouraging and facilitating
opportunitiesfor participationinsafe and satisfying sport, recreationand fithess activities[esp. p.53-
56]
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DeSousa, A. (1985) Thefirst Portugese Canadian Club. Polyphony: The Journal of the Multicultural
History of Societypf Ontariq 7 (1), 65. ILL Canada

In Portugal soccer isconsidered the most popular national sport. The Soccer and Cycling sub-groups
of the Portugese Canadian Club are believed to have helped to unite Portugese immigrants in
Toronto, therefore enriching their lives, as well as enabling the Portugese Canadiansto gain wide
recognition from outside the community.

Dew, S.J. (1992) Ethnic Involvement in Sportin Geelong 1945-198A Thess, DeakinUniver Sty.
ILL - Deakin Uni AUST

Examines sport involvement to gauge the extent to which post-war immigrants have acculturated
to mainstream Australian life, both from a socio-historical perspective and the current Stuation in
the regiona city of Geelong. Looks at the government policies of assimilation, integration and
multiculturalism. Concludes by stating that immigrantsto Australiawere never ahomogenousgroup,
and participation in sport is dependent on a number of variables, including socio-economic status,
cultural traditions, time of arrival and country of origin. Also, sport involvement not only reflected
their involvemert in the wider society, but was used by some ethnic groups to influence other
agoectsof lifeand particularly to develop their community's sense of identity.

Dixey, R. (1982) Adanwomen and sport. British Journal of Physical Educatipt3(4), 108-114.

Examines a scheme run by an English community school which provides svimming and keep-fit
classesfor a group of women from ethnic minority groups who livein the inner city. The classes
grew out of Englishlanguagelessons conducted with Asianwomen of amilar backgrounds, mainly
Pakistani Muslims. Discusses the implications of providing, and participating in, such programs,
particularly swimming, in terms of customs and traditions Attributes the success of the program to
three things - it arose from the initiatives of the women themselves, child-cae fadlities were
provided, there was aminimum of bureaucracy, transport was provided and the classes are cost-free.

Duda, JL.and Allison, M.T. (1990) Cross-cultural anaysisinexerc seand sport psychology: avoid
in the field. Journalof Sport and Exercise Psycholo@$(2), 114-131. UTSK 796.0105/Jour USA

Analysesintra-national variability among ethnic groups from a cross-cultural perspective. Examines
the nature of, and extent to which, raceand ethnicity have been consdered within the field of sport
and exercise psychology. I ncludesexamination of ethnic/racial dfferences in sport partici pationand
performance in terms of physicd performance capabilities, motor skill development and sport
performance, participation in competitive sport, recreational sport and physical activities, and
exercisebehaviour. Reinforcesthat cultural diversity exissin gport and exercise, notingthat in some
athletic activities, ethnic/racial minorities dominate in terms of participation and performance, yet
in other forms of physical activity they are clearly under-represented. Concludes by highlighting the
need for cross-cutural andysis in sport.
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Dyson, M.E. (1993) Be like Mike?: Michael Jordon and the pedagogy of desire. Cultural Studies
7(1), 64-72. UTSK 306.05/Cut USA

Asrtsthat Michael Jordonis perhapsthe best and most wdl-known athletein the world today. He
has attained unparalleled cultural status because of his extraordinary physical gifts, his marketing
asanicon of race-transcending American ahletic and mord excellence and his madery of a sport
which has become the metaphoric cerntre of black cultural imaginaion. Examines the culture of
black athletics and their influence over commercid and juvenile cultural trends. Infersthat Jordon's
body is the symbolic carrier of racid and cultural desires to fly beyond limits and obstacles, afluid
metgphor of mobility and ascent to heights of excellence secured by genius and industry. Concludes
by stating it isthis power to embody the often conflicting desires of so many that makes Michagel
Jordon a supremely ingructive figure for our times.

Investigates the recreationa and sporting habits of the Jewish community during the turn-of-the
century with a gpecial emphasis on Jewish immigrant women in their ethnic communities. Asserts
that society, and the Jewish community in particular, created opportunities for sportsand recreation
because of an unshakeable belief in the power of play asasocidisng, acculturating, and physical-
mental hedth agert.

This second part explores the continuing parallel between the refusal of Scottish society to accept
the legitimacy of that dud social identity and the failure of historical andyses to recognise its
validity.

Assesses the extent to which adults accept femae participation in sports and in what sports.
Recognisesthere are many factors contributing to certain sports being acceptable or unacceptable
for a women's participation, including ehnidty. States that while partidpation by womenin gort
has widened, questions gill remain as to the acceptance of women in sport, why women are
identified with certain sports and what adults think of partici pation by women in a wider range of
sports. Found that parentsor prospective parents are generally permissive in thar attitudes towards
females participation in sport, and that both men and women of different reigions and ethnic
backgrounds are willing to let their daughters enter awide variety of sports. Also notesthe role of
the socialisation process on accepted behaviours and dtitudesin sport.

Considers the role of sport in relations among immigrant and established-resident minority and
Anglo students in a Kansas High School. Sports activities ae perceived to link the school and the
community and as a catdyst for successful academic school years Partidpation is linked with
obtaining an idertity with the school. However, mast immigrant and many other minority fudents
are not involved in established American sports and therefore risk being perceived as being
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unwilling to assmilate into the American culture. Suggests tha the process of isolating and
marginaising immigrant and minority studentsis aggravated by an emphasisupon est ablished forms
of American sport and their related rituals.

Griffith, M. (1987) Physical education in our multi-cultural sodety. Bulletin of Physical Education

Discusses how educators are reacting to, and planning for, the changing needs of young people in
the multi-cultural, muti-ethnic, multi-faith society of Britain.

Reports on the rapid growth and development of basketbdl in Audralia and the recruitment of
American players and coaches The study investigates the nature and degree to which stereotyping,
as customary inthe United States, is aso evidenced by American participation in elite Australian
basketbdl. Results revealed that White Americans are recruited for their leadership potential and are
therefore over-represented at playing postions that emphasised leadership, co-ordination, and
outcome control. However Black Americans aremore likely to be recruited for periphera and less
interactive tasks, and are assgned disproportionately to less centrd postions. Assertsthat thereis
evidence that stereotyping is nat limited to the United States, but may have a broader international
dimension.

However, in acounter argument, the
author gatesthat to generdise the immigrant experience asareason or extramotivation for sporting
successisto ignorethe aspirations of the majority of migrants, whose common experience, whatever
their place of origin, tends to be lack of money, opportunity and status. Hence the thing many
migrants want for their children is the one thing they never had, education, which is the safest and
urest meansto status and financial prosperity. Sport is seen asrisky.

Examinesthe awareness of leisure opportunitiesin school and community by 15 year olds. Explores
patterns in the forms of leisure they see as possible for themselves and examines differences in
awareness associaed with sex, socia cass and ethnicity. Variations on the bass of ethnicity were
found to be limited mainly to home activities. Very generd.

Rader, B.G. (1977) The ques for subcommunities and the riss of American sport. American
Quarterly, 29(4), 355-369. ILL - UNSW USA

Contends that a quest for subcommunities in the 19th century fumishes an important key to
understanding the rise of American sport. Contends that history of 19th C sport clubs reflects the
process of acculturation by distinctive ethnic groups, with particular reference to the Scottish
Caledonian clubs. States the ethnic community usually arose from contradictory forces of acceptance
and rg ection of the immigrant by the majority society.

Raval, S. (1989) Gerder, lasureand sport: acasestudy of young people of South Asian descent -
aresponse.

A response to Carrington et al. (1987, qv) which criticises the authors for failing to analyse the
impad of institutionalised sexismand racism, failing to address the social or ingtitutional response
to Asanwomen and girls, and attributing heightened gender differences in leisure behaviour entirely
to ethnicity. Asststhat the authors, white male academics, use eurocentric models, frameworksand
definitions which do not allow for the validation of the struggles and concerns of Asan womenin
British society.

Examinesthe issue of immigration of elite athletesto Austraia on the bass of furthering their skills
and increase their chances of success. Refersto a number of athletesfrom avariety of backgrounds,
including Bulgaria, Romania, China, Russia and Hungary, and a variety of sports, including
weightlifting, badminton, gymnastics, boxing and swinming. Highights the immigration of
weightliftersfrom eastern bloc countries who have become naturalised as A ustralians and who now
represent Australia at international competitions. All five insist they have immigrated to pursue a
new and bette life, and not to take advantage of Audralids low rarking in the sport.
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Ricketson, M. (1990) The bigger men fly. black imports lift Australian basketball to new heights.

American imports have propelled basketball towards major-sport status in Australia over the past
decade.

Rubleg, C.B. and Shaw, S.M. (1991) Condraints on the leisure and community participation of
immigrant women: implications for social integration. Society and Leisurel4(1), 133-150.
Tracy Taylor, Canada

Examines the factors affecting the integration process of Latin American immigrant women into
Canadian society as perceived by the women themselves States that immigrant women face
particular leisure constraints because of language problems, ladk of friends and extended family,
economic hardship, additional family regponsibilities, and employment which provides little
opportunity for social interaction, such a domestic or factory work. Concludes by suggesting that
variousfactors (namely English language ability, day care availability, initial orientation, and degree
of ethnic community support) affect the mobility of Latin American immigrant women and their
ability to participate in work, leisure and community activities. This, in turn, affects ther overal
well-being and their potentid for social integration.

Sarantakos, S. (1980) Family leisure. Australian Jounal for Health, Physical Education and
Recreain, 88, June, 20-27. UTSK 613.705/Phyl AUST

This paper studies the leisure patterns of the various ethnic groups in Australian society, including
familiesof German, British, Austrian, Italian, Y ugoslav, Greek, French and Cyprian origin. Study
found that the degree of participation of women in sport, especially with regpect of Australian
women of South European origin, issignificartly lower than the degree of participation of males.
Assrtsthat sport is usually organised for individuals and is directed towards British-Australians.
Familiesas wdl as Audrdians of non-British origin appear to be given little consideration by the
community regarding sport.

Challenges the popular argument that sport is an effective channel for upward mobility, especidly
for ethnic minorities. Basad on a study of retired professional soccer playersin Igael. Found that
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members of the subordinate ethnic group are disadvanteged in attanmert of staus not only in
schools and labour markets but also in and via sport. Also a professional career in sport does not
intervene between background variablesand | ater occupational attainment. Finally, both ethnic status
and educational level were found to be the most dgnificant determinants of post-retirement
occupational atainment. Concludes by suggesting that the same rules of inequality that push
individuas to seek alternative routesof mobility, such asprofessonal sport, continueto operaein
and beyond sport.

Smith, Y.R. (1991) I ssues and strategiesfor workingwith multiculturd athletes. Journal of Physical
Education, Recreation and Dan@&2(3), 39-44. UTSK 613.07/Jour USA

States that up to 95% of al physical education teachers, coaches, and sport administrat ors are non-
ethnic minorities who may not have had previous experiences with multicultural groups or
opportunitiesto work with peopleof varied backgrounds. Assertssuchpositionsrequire aknowledge
of multicultural issues and multi-ethnic experiences in sport. Particular attention should be paid to
sport programs and services that are responsive to girls and women's multicultural needs. Thus
priorities should be to increase the number of sport personnd who can work effectively with dl
femae athletes and increase the number of multicultura women role models who serve as teachers,
coaches, administrators, officials, and other professionals in sport. Looks at a range of issues,
including socialisation of culturally different athletes, racial stereotyping and cultural understanding.
Alsosuggeds drategiesamed a improving the coach-athleterelationship and the athletes progress.

Reviewsliterature that discusses parallels between women of color in society and sport. Emphasis
iIson African American women's socid, historical and sport traditions, however the socioeconomic
status and participation in sport of other ethnic groups included. The discussion focuses on the
absenceor silence of diverse ethnic women within the mainstream of society, sport, and scholarship
and summarises literature that highlights intersections of gender, race, and socio-economic class.
Identifies literature reaed to three levds of analyss categoric, distributive, and relationd.
Categoric analysis discusses differences between categories (eg men and women, black and white)
and explains these differences in terms of biology or socialisation. Distributive analyss examines
the distribution of resources (skills, coaching positions, athletic administrat ors, income, status) and
focuses on inequality in opportunities, access, and finandal resources. Rational analysis examines
how individuals and groups are related to each other within a sysem of socidly and historicaly
constructed patriarchal power relations. Concludes by stating women of color in society and sport
have been, and continue to be, challenged and silenced by the triple oppressions of sexism, racism
and classism.

it. Looks at both the Aboriginal and non-Anglo experience of sport in Australia.
Sociological analysis - good detail on both Aboriginal and ethnic populations.

Mentions that there has
been a gradual transfer of alegiance to an dternaive cultural model - that of the US; andwith it a
new devaotionto American sport. Generd agpplication to ethnicity.

Stoddart, B. (1992) Ethnic influences. In Vamplew, W., More, K., OHara, J., Cashman, R. and
Jobling, I.F. (eds) The OxfordCompanion to Australia Sport Oxford University Press, Melbourne,
131-133.

Presents an overview of ethnic influences in Austraian sport, including the development of the
Australian sporting culture according to both British and non-British immigrant traditions. Examines
how British cultura continuity was reinforced within colonial Audralia, including the ectivities of
the dlite and of the Muscular Christians, and the effect of post-war European migration on sport in
Australia Looks at the establishment of soccer according to ethnic and cultura backgrounds, and
the problems encountered as aresult.

Examines the perceived violence problemin Australian soccer through three interrelated themes -
migration, sport and violence Presents a socio-historicd andyss of the three Higtoricaly,
Australian sport was often violert, and while times have changed, it isfdt that player violence in
soccer is excessive. There is little crowd violence in Australian sport but much of what occurs
appearsto be concentrated around its soccer grounds. Soccer viol encetakes placebetween migrart-
dominated teams and Anglo-Audralian teams, aswell as between ethnic teams Notes the call for
a de-ethnicisation of the game and, in particular, the dropping of ethnic club namesin favour of
those refl ecting the area in which the club has its ground or headquarters. Concludes by suggesting
possible major problems associated with the attempt to de-ethnicise soccer. Also suggeststhat the
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major Site of soccer violence in Australiais not at the €elite level but much lower down the player
scale.

Reportson some aspects of a5 year ethnographic study of the relationships between youth cultures,
attitudes to school, and the transition from school to employment, unemployment, or further
education and training, and the role that sport plays in such relationships. This article concentrates
on the sgnificance of sport, especially Rugby Union Footbdl, in the formation of a youth cultural
hierarchy. Looks especialy at Anglo-Saxon-Celtic and Greek relations, including contestations over
the dominant definition of Australian nationality. Also describes the sporting coalition formed by
gaff with students to facilitate teacher-student communication and socid control, but which was
actudly found to reinforce the hierarchy and tended to compromise libeal and multi-cultura
objedivespursued by the School.
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
